SECTION 1:  The speed limits for vehicular traffic along a portion of SR 4 Allen Street shall 

be amended as follows: 

  a. There shall be a maximum speed limit for traffic traveling in either direction of 

twenty-five (25) miles per hour commencing at the junction of SR 4 at 5th Avenue, mp 61.72 

easterly to the Interstate 5 Interchange, mp 62.28. 

  b. All existing speed along SR 4 at 5th Avenue, mp 61.72 easterly to the Interstate 

5 Interchange, mp 62.28 shall be adjusted accordingly. 

SECTION 2:   That Section 1.c and Section 1.d of Ordinance No. 2285 be and the same is 

hereby repealed. 

SECTION 3:  That Resolution No. 396, adopted April 3, 1979, be and the same is hereby 

repealed. 

SECTION 4:  That Resolution No. 572, adopted May 3, 1988, be and the same is hereby 

repealed.

SECTION 3:   That this Ordinance speed zone limits supersede overlapping areas of 

Resolution No. 396 and Resolution No. 572.  

SECTION 3:  That Resolution No. 396, adopted April 3, 1979, be and the same is hereby 

repealed. 
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SECTION 4:  That Resolution No. 572, adopted May 3, 1988, be and the same is hereby 

repealed.

SUMMARY STATEMENT:
 
The State Legislature has adopted the Greenhouse Gas Reduction Bill.  This legislation requires that local
jurisdictions adopt a greenhouse gas reduction policy.  The adoption of this policy by resolution is a requirement
of many state grant opportunities including the Public Works Trust Fund Loan Program and the FMSIB grant
program.  The listed actions in the attached resolution maybe amended as desired since there are no set language
requirements prescribed to meet the policy requirements.
 
This resolution is presented for adoption, in order for the City to maintain its eligibility to receive grant and loan
monies from State Agencies.
 
 
FINANCIAL SUMMARY:
 
This resolution does not require the City to spend any money at this time but enacts policies to review projects
for energy efficiency.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF KELSO TO CREATE A 
POLICY ABOUT GREENHOUSE GAS REDUCTION. 
 

WHEREAS, state, regional and local governments throughout the United States 

are adopting emission reduction targets and programs and that this leadership is multi-

partisan and coming from governors, county officials, and mayors alike; and 

 

WHEREAS, many local governments throughout the nation, both large and 

small, are reducing the production of global warming pollutants through programs that 

provide economic and quality of life benefits, such as reduced energy bills, green space 

preservation, air quality improvements, reduced traffic congestion, improved 

transportation choices, and economic development and job creation through energy 

conservation and new energy. 

 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the City of Kelso hereby adopts the 

following policies and/or procedures that will benefit its natural resources and reduce the 

emission of greenhouse gasses: 

a. All new publicly funded buildings should be models of cost-effective, 

energy-efficient design. 

b. Encourage energy conservation practices in buildings by raising the 

awareness of employees own energy use. 

c. Encourage ride-sharing, van-pooling and the use of flex-time schedules by 

employees. 

d. Manage street lighting needs by applying lighting standards and using 

lamps that will assure safe and effective illumination at minimum cost and 

energy use for new construction 

e. Public Works will monitor the efficiency of pumps in the water and sewer 

systems, and operate and maintain them at peak efficiency.  When cost

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effective options are possible, the one using the least amount of energy 

shall be preferred. 

f. Where and when allowed by the building code, encourage the use of 

building materials made from recycled and recyclable materials. 

g. Reduce the required road width standards wherever feasible to calm traffic 

and encourage alternative modes of transportation.

SUMMARY STATEMENT:
 
As discussed several times in budget hearings, CIP reviews, and most recently in awarding the 2010 Overlay
Project, our City Street Overlay Program requires an approximate $1,000,000 loan.  This loan will come from
land sale proceeds set aside to retire the City Hall debt.  The City Hall bond schedule pays up to 4.5%
depending on maturity date.  In consideration of the maximum debt rate for the bonds, it is proposed that the
interest rate charged the Arterial Street Fund be 4.5% to insure no loss of funds in this account.

 WHEREAS, the City finds that certain monies need to be expended for city wide 

street maintenance from said Arterial Street Fund to cover expenditures for 2010; and 

 WHEREAS, the City has annual street damage revenue funding for street repair 

reimbursements and said funds will meet amortized payment of such; and 

 WHEREAS, the City desires to transfer monies from the General Fund to the 

Arterial Street Fund to cover said expenditures with the intent of repaying the General 

Fund monthly for a seven year period; now, therefore, 

 

 THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF KELSO DO RESOLVE AS 

FOLLOWS: 

 

 SECTION 1.

 

  That the City is authorized to transfer the sum of not more than 

$1,000,000 from the General Fund to the Arterial Street Fund to cover 2010 Overlay 

Project expenditures. 

SECTION 2.

  

  That the City agrees to repay the General Fund in full from monies 

the City will receive from sanitation street reimbursements dedicated for Arterial Street 

Projects.  Interest shall be charged on said loan at the rate set by the Local Government 

Investment Pool (LGIP) or 4.5%, whichever is greater.
